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Frequently Asked Questions

Where do | receive care from Gulfside Hospice?

Gulfside Hospice's interdisciplinary team will come to you, wherever you call home in Pasco County.
Gulfside provides care wherever works best for the patient. While most people prefer staying in their
homes, hospice care is also provided in hospitals, nursing homes, assisted living facilities, and our
Gulfside Centers for Hospice Care located throughout Pasco County.

Who provides hospice care?

The hospice care team includes board-certified hospice and palliative care physicians, registered nurses,
licensed social workers, chaplains, certified nurses aides and volunteers. This complete team provides
expertise for medical, emotional and spiritual needs for patients and their families.

Palliative care may be right for you if you are experiencing serious symptoms due to a chronic illness,
including but not limited to: cancer, cardiac disease, respiratory disease, kidney failure, Alzheimer's
disease, AIDS, amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS), and multiple sclerosis.

Absolutely. Your treatment choices are up to you. You can still benefit from getting non-hospice palliative
care at the same time as treatment meant to cure you.

Each patient meets with the team ARNP. Additional services can be provided by nurses and social
workers as directed by the patient's customized plan of care.

What does "skilled home health" mean?

Skilled home health services are ordered by a physician. These include physical therapy, occupational
therapy or even speech therapy, as well as skilled nursing care. These services are designed to get you
back to where you need to be and maintain your independence.

Who can receive services?

Skilled home health services include physical therapy, occupational therapy, speech therapy, and
skilled nursing care, designed to help you recover from a surgery, injury or illness. This can include a
knee replacement, hip replacement, bone fracture resulting from a fall, and more.
